Is it
kindness?
2.  Why did Jesus consume meat?

- Mark 12:29-31 Jesus answered him, “The first of all the commandments is: ‘Hear, O

first commandment. And the second, like it, is this: “You shall love your neighbor as
yourself.” There is no other commandment greater than these.”

Also He has
put eternity in their hearts, except that no one can find out the work that God does
from beginning to end.
