4. Why did Jesus tell Philip that seeing Him was the same as seeing 

the Father (v. 9)? 

5. What promise does Jesus make to those who keep His 

commandments regarding the love of the Father and a 

manifestation of Himself (v. 21)? 

6. Who is the "Comforter" or "Holy Ghost" that Jesus promises the 

Father will send (v. 16, 26)? 

7. What two things will the Comforter do for the disciples once He is 

sent (v. 26)? 

8. Jesus says He leaves His disciples with peace. How is the peace 

He gives different from the world's peace (v. 27)? 

9. What is the significance of Jesus saying, "the prince of this world 

cometh, and hath nothing in me" (v. 30)? 

10. Jesus says that because He lives, His disciples will live also; 

what event made this possible (v. 19)?
